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PRINCIPALõS REPORT 

 

STUDENTS LEAVING THE SCHOOL GROUNDS 
 

It is apparent that some students have been leaving the school grounds 
during the day, particularly at lunchtime, without permission.   Any student 
who has a legitimate reason for leaving the school grounds must have a 
note, signed by his or her parent or guardian.  This must be presented to the 
office as the student fills in the ósign outô book.  At this point, the student will 
receive a pass which must be presented to any teacher or police officer who 
asks why he/she is out of the school grounds.  
 

Any student caught outside the school grounds without a note will face 
suspension.  We are working with the Broadford Police to address this issue.  
Any student who the Police speak to, out of school ground during school 
hours who does not have a school pass will have his/her details recorded 
and a letter will be sent home, generated by the police.   A copy of this will 
also be sent to the school and appropriate action will also be taken at the 
school level. 
 

We remind the school community that we have a duty of care to ensure that 
students remain at school and that  we expect students and parents to 
support us in enforcing this and demonstrating responsibility for their actions.

PATHWAYS and  CAREE RS 

 

VET LEVIES 
 

In order for the school to provide the widest 
possible VET choice to students it is necessary for 
us to charge levies for each VET subject.  Only by 
doing this are we able to give the students the 
extensive pathways options available through VET 
in the VCE. 
 

Please remember that these are very valuable 
courses, providing the students with study scores 
that contribute to their ENTER, credit to either their 
VCE or VCAL, nationally recognised qualifications 
and invaluable work related skills. 
 

Recent audits have shown that there is a 
considerable number of families who have yet to 
pay anything towards the cost of the child/wards 
VET, whether that be for the basic levy or for 
uniforms, equipment and texts. 
 

This is unfair on those who have paid, or have 
made arrangements to pay, and it severely restricts 
the schools ability to offer the range of courses we 
currently offer. 
 

While we are aware that this can be a time of 
financial hardship, we would appreciate it if parents 
were able to make some form of contribution by 
way of instalments in order to ultimately meet the 
costs of the course.  The school has access to 
funds for families whose financial hardship can be 
attributed to either the recent fires or drought.  
Please contact me if this is the case. 
 

Letters will be sent home to parents over the nest 
two weeks detailing the levy situation regarding 
your child or ward.  We would greatly appreciate it 
if you could contact either myself or the office to 
agree some payment profile. 
 

The consequences of not doing so may lead to the 
student being suspended from the program until 
some form of arrangement or payment is made. 
 

I would remind you that if there are any outstanding 
levies the student cannot attend the Graduation (if 
in year 12), will have their certificate withheld and 
may be precluded from commencing the second 
year of the program. 
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VTAC and SEAS 
 

University and TAFE applications via VTAC are 
open until Wednesday 30 September for timely 
applications.  Application fees increase 
substantially after this date for late applications. 
 

It is important for students, and parents, to be 
aware that they have three opportunities to change 
those preferences, the main one being after the 
release of their ENTER score. 
 

For those students considering visual arts, design 
or media course, they must also be aware of the 
process of applying, as often they will need to 
submit supplementary forms, folios and may also 
need to attend interviews.  These time lines and 
processes must be strictly adhered to.  
 

Mr Dennis is available three days a week for 
counselling and advice should students require it. 
There is a booking sheet outside my office for 
students to complete. 
 

VTAC Guides are available from newsagents late 
September/early October for $15.00, otherwise 
students (and parents) can visit www.vtac.edu.au 
for further information. 
 

The senior school office has course details from 
most universities and TAFEs, both Victorian and 
interstate. These are available for any Year 12 
student to study but they must remain in the office. 
 
SEAS (Special Equity and Access Schemes) are 
available to all students to utilise.  They provide a 
number of categories where students can detail the 
impact of family or financial difficulties on their VCE 
studies.  This can be for both long and short term 
difficulties.  If students were impacted in any way 
by the bushfires they are able to describe this via a 
SEAS application. 
 

SEAS applications can give your child or ward 
ñspecial considerationò on their TAFE or university 
applications. 
 

See me for further details and information 
 

I strongly suggest that ALL students considering 
tertiary application see me to determine which 
categories they may be eligible for.  Parents are 
advised to visit the VTAC site and read through the 
SEAS booklet.

Who Cares? 
Information for Carers by Villa Maria 
 

 Villa Maria recognises the contribution Young 
Carers play in supporting their loved ones. 
 

Young Carers are people up to the age of 25 who 
care for someone in their family affected by illness, 
disability, mental health and or drug or alcohol 
issues.  While carers as young as five have been 
known to perform a primary caring role in their 
family,  most young carers aged under 18, are 10 to 
13 years old.  
 

Wǳǎǘ ŀǎ ǘƘŜƛǊ ǊŜƭŀǘƛǾŜǎΩ conditions can range 
significantly, so too can the range of care tasks 
Young Carers take on.  Most Young Carers report 
they are responsible for household tasks, providing 
personal care and emotional support to their 
relative, supervising younger siblings and 
advocating for services. 

 

Young Carers may often view their caring role as 
ΨƧǳǎǘ ǎƻƳŜǘƘƛƴƎ ǘƘŜȅ ŘƻΩΣ ƴƻǘ ǊŜŀƭƛǎƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ 
important role they are playing within their family.  
Yet the caring role young people sometimes find 
themselves in, makes it harder to achieve the best 
results in school. Young Carers can often be 
identified as young people who: 

¶ Frequently miss school 

¶ Have little or no time to do their homework 

¶ Find it hard to concentrate at school or 
hang out with school friends 

¶ Are thinking of leaving school early 
 

To enable Young Carers to achieve goals and 
participate in schooling to the best of their ability, 
Villa Maria Commonwealth Respite and Carelink 
service provides helpful information and support. 
Young Carers can access respite services and 
practical support such as help with cooking, 
learning how to budget or access activities during 
school holidays.  
 

Villa Maria also has a MySpace site, dedicated to 
Young Carers. The site contains useful information 
for Young Carers, links to other youth organisations 
in the region and gives Young Carers an 
opportunity to refer themselves to Villa Maria by 
sending a message online or by SMS. The site is:

There are also a number of creative workshops and 
programs Villa Maria runs for Young Carers. Keep 
an eye out on the MySpace site for details of these 
as the year progresses.

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PARENT TALK: ôSTAYING ACTIVE IN ADOLESCENCEõ

As young people move into adolescence you may find they become less physically active. Recess time is no 

longer óplayô time, as young people focus more on interacting with their peers. As they move on into the senior 

years of school and study loads increase there can be even less time to get out and do things. Inactivity can 

really kick in during these years and it usually affects more girls than boys. 

Activity does not need to be strenuous and can be as simple as going for a walk. The benefits of remaining 

active as a teenager are significant in that it helps the young person to relax and sleep better by relieving stress 

and tension. It builds up stamina and improves concentration. From a social viewpoint it is a great way to make 

new friends or keep in touch with old ones.  
 

Here are some ways your young person can put some staying power into their day (and you are definitely not 

too old to join in yourself)é 

1. Get more play into their day. There are loads of ways to get active and have fun too. Encourage them to go 

skateboarding, throw a Frisbee or kick a ball around with their mates. They can walk the dog, shoot some hoops 

or play footy with friends, dive on in at the local pool or dance themselves silly. 

2. Get organised. Encourage them to play a team sport such as football, basketball, netball, tennis, hockey, 

soccer or any other group sport. They could also enrol in dance classes, go rollerblading, bowling or join a 

swim team. 

3. Show up for Phys Ed. Encourage them to take their gear for P.E. and to continue to participate. This helps 

them develop and practise basic skills like throwing, catching, running and jumping.  

6. Prevent injuries. Make sure you provide the right protective gear for the activities they choose such as 

helmets, kneepads and mouth-guards. Encourage them to do warm ups before strenuous activity and to cool 

down afterwards.  

7. Work out a plan. Figure out with your teenager the best time to squeeze in their chosen activities, either 

before or after school, or work. Encourage them not to waste their weekends or holidays vegging out in front of 

the telly. 

8. Take a study break. Study is important. But even if itôs your son/daughters absolute number one priority, 

encourage them to try to work their activity program around it.  

10. Lighten up. If spending hours jogging or swimming laps isnôt your young personôs thing, have them try 

something as easy as dancing around their bedroom to their favourite CD. 

11. Break out. If they fancy a bit of a challenge, they may like to try something different, e.g. to take up rock 

climbing, water polo, volleyball, fencing, discus, javelin or archery. Ask your childôs PE teacher or enquire at 

the local community centre about getting started.  

12. Miss the bus. Could they walk to school, ride a bike, rollerblade or jog to the shops? Or get off the bus a 

few stops early and walk the rest of the way. 

13. Cut down screen time. Count how many hours your child spends in front of the telly and help them try to 

cut down. The same goes for the computer. Surfing the net and sending emails can be totally absorbing, but 

limit the time they spend staring at the screen. 

14. Get involved locally. Look for opportunities for social involvement such as joining sporting clubs or taking 

part in community or school events for your young person. 

15. Keep motivated. Encourage your child to get to know and involve other people ï friends, family, work 

mates and neighbours ï to help maintain your childôs interest in their physical activities. 

16. Get some coaching. If your young person shows promise in a particular sport or they want to improve their 

skills, think about getting a coach, trainer or mentor. Encourage them not to be shy; they could ask their PE 

teacher or at the local community centre if there is someone available to assist them. 

17. Stay focused. Sometimes other commitments get in the way of your childôs activity plans. Encourage them 

not to be put off because of a missed activity, but to just pick up from where they left off.
