Any student who the Police speak to, out of
school grounds during school hours who does not
have a school pass will have his/her details
recorded and a letter will be sent home, generated
by the police. A copy of this will also be sent to the
school and appropriate action will also be taken at
the school level.

We remind the school community that we have a
duty of care to ensure that students remain at
school and that we expect students and parents to
support us in enforcing this and demonstrating
responsibility for their actions.

INSTITUTE OF SPORT
