Safety first at Alcoa ï hard hat, glasses, earplugs and vests! 
 
On Thursday 8 October the Year 11 Chemistry class ventured to Alcoaôs Point Henry smelter in Geelong.  
The group toured the smelter which produces 190,000 tonnes of Aluminium per year.  Together with the 
Portland smelter, this is an export industry worth $4.5 billion per annum. 
 

Flowing from the electrochemical process are issues relating to the large amounts of CO2 generated by the 

process, not only at the smelter plant itself, but in the coal fired power stations of the La Trobe Valley.  The 
group discussed these implications back at school.  The students have an appreciation of why modern 
aluminium smelters are situated where there is clean hydro-electrical power and not where raw materials 
occur.

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INTRODUCTION OF THE VICTORIAN 
STUDENT NUMBER  (VSN) 

 
Our school is working with the Department of 
Education and Early Childhood Development to 
allocate a Victorian Student Number (VSN) to 
each student at the school. The VSN is a student 
identification number that is being assigned to all 
students in government and non-government 
schools, and students in Vocational Education 
and Training Institutions.  
 

The number, which is unique to each student, will 
be used as a key identifier on a studentôs school 
records, and will remain with the student 
throughout his or her education, until reaching the 
age of 25. The VSN is nine digits long, randomly 
assigned, and tied to stable information about the 
student (name, gender, date of birth).  
 

The introduction of the Victorian Student Number 
will provide the capability to accurately detect 
patterns of student movement through, and 
departure from, the Victorian education and 
training system. It will greatly improve the 
collection and analysis of timely and accurate 
data about education in Victoria. The Department 
collects information to track improvements made 
to the education system, identify areas that 
require further improvement, and to analyse 
trends and identify future needs. The VSN will 
improve the accuracy, reliability and 
completeness of this information, providing a 
better basis for assessing needs and developing 
policies to meet them.  
 

You will see the VSN appear on student report 
cards, enrolment confirmations and exit 
confirmations.

VIRTUAL PARENTING PROGRAM 
 

 
 

The welfare team at Broadford Secondary 
College has successfully attained substantial 
funding for a Sexual Health and Wellbeing 
Program. As part of the program, we have 
purchased five virtual parenting dolls. 
 

Virtual parenting dolls offer realistic infant 
simulation, offering learning by doing. Babies 
require feeding, burping, rocking and nappy 
changing on a 24 hour schedule.  The purchase 
of the babies equips the school with the most up 
to date technology in this area to address the 
issue of teenage pregnancy, while encouraging 
healthy and safe relationships. 
 

The Virtual Parenting program is being supported 
by a Sexual Health and Wellbeing program, 
implemented by specialized workers form óThe 
Bridgeô in Seymour.  The program is being offered 
to all Year 10 students and addresses topics such 
as healthy relationships, informed and positive 
decision making, STIôs, and generally encourages 
students to think about óhigh riskô behaviours. 
 

The virtual parenting dolls have been quite 
successful to date in achieving our desired 
outcome of offering our students a óreal lifeô 
experience of the demanding nature of 
parenthood. Sleep deprivation and sacrificing 
personal and social time have been particularly 
challenging for the participating students.  Overall 
the participating students have done very well in 
caring for their baby, but have also strongly 
acknowledged the level of commitment required 
to achieve that level of care. 
 

We would like to thank the School Focused Youth 
Service through Berry Street for the funding to 
make this most valuable program possible. 
 
KIDS DAY IN PROGRAM 
 

Over the past 3 years, the welfare team has 
developed the Kids Day In program, aimed at 
promoting the health and wellbeing of our 
students. Due to the success of the past 2 

programs and the ongoing commitment to 
developing our studentsô life skills, we have 
decided to run the program for the Year 9 level 
students this year.  We have developed a full 
dayôs program which will be held on Tuesday 10 
November 2009. 
 

The program will consist of workshops and 
productions with a focus on education, early 
intervention and resilience.  The workshops will 
be conducted by Victoria Police members and 
various health professionals from our community. 
All participants have experience with health 
promotion within schools and all material is age 
appropriate. 
 

Broadford Secondary College is committed to 
addressing identified issues within the school and 
local community.  The participation of all our Year 
9 students in this program will assist the school to 
achieve its goal of caring for the health and 
wellbeing of our students as well as promoting 
academic achievement. 
 

The students are permitted to wear casual 
clothing on the day.  There will be no expense for 
participation in the Kids Day In Program.  Morning 
tea and lunch will be provided.
