This involved 
students learning about some new inventions by 
young Australians ï how these inventions stemmed 
from an idea, steps involved in design and testing 
etc.  Students were encouraged to participate in 
aspects of the show.   For example, Andrew 
McIlroy in Year 11 channelled his inner kangaroo 
with his ñpouchedò apron and furry tail, simulating 
the innovation related to using synthetic dingo urine 
to deter kangaroos from eating plantation trees 
rather than baiting and shooting.

STUDENT WELLBEING  
 

The Welfare Team would like to reassure the 
parents/guardians of our students that we 
continuously strive to address the diverse needs of 
our students to promote a healthy learning 
environment and positive wellbeing.   
 

The aftermath of the fires is upon us and we are 
still very conscious of the impact it has on our 
students, families and the wider community.  In our 
school we are increasingly noticing the emergence 
of the emotional impact of the fires.  While we are 
aware of some students having difficulty, there 
would be many more that are going undetected.  
We have requested staff to be aware of particular 
behaviours in the classroom and extend this to 
parents/guardians to be aware of adverse 
behaviours at home.  Such behaviour may include 
withdrawal, overly emotional, over/under sleeping 
(change in habits), nightmares, substance 
use/abuse or any behaviour that is uncharacteristic 
and persistent.  While we understand that many of 
these behaviours are ónormalô adolescent 
behaviours, we would welcome any enquiries 
concerns from parents. 
 

The events of the past month are not only testing 
for our students.  We understand that many 
adults/parents are doing it tough and perhaps need 
some support also.  The Department of Human 
Services is allocating a case manager to every 
person affected by the fires.  This can be a very 
good opportunity to find out your entitlements and
