The scene has been set.  The Science room has 
been trashed.  Classes had to be relocated to other 
rooms.  The doors have been taped up and the 
sign reads óKEEP OUT.

CRIME SCENE. INVESTIGATION IN 
PROGRESSô. 
 

This definitely stirred the curiosity of teachers and 
students. 
 

 As part of Broadford Secondary Collegeôs theme 
based curriculum for English, Humanities and 
Science at Year 9, the class of 9D who are 
studying Crime and Punishment got a taste of what 
it is like to be a real Forensic Scientist.   
 

They were presented with a mock crime scene.  
Using their scientific skills of enquiry they collected 
the evidence left behind.  They collected 
fingerprints, fibres, soil, fake blood, lip prints, a 
ransom note and an unknown powder, which they 
then analysed and compared to samples taken 
from potential suspects to find the culprit.  
 

 
 

 

Amy Weaver and Naomi Bruce report that ñwe 
really didnôt know much about this topic.  During the 
term we watched forensics programs, based on 
fact and fictional.  We were presented with 
worksheets that explained the science involved and 
we did a lot of experiments, applying some of the 
scientific techniques used by forensic scientists. 
 

On Wednesday, 18 March we all arrived at our 
classroom not knowing what was going on.  There 
was tape across all doors leading into the room.  
When we went into the room it was a mess.  The 
chairs were upturned, there were muddy footprints 
on the floor, and blood had been split.  We were all 
eager to start investigating. 
 

We enjoyed this subject, particularly this 
experience, and we would to thank Mrs Green for

VSSEC (Victorian Space Science 
Education Centre)

Use techniques of chemical analysis to 
discover why Astronauts in the Space Station 
orbiting the Earth are suffering from excessive 
headaches and exhibiting strange behaviour.  Is 
the recycled water contaminated?  Are the 
Aspirin tablets impure?  Is there alcohol in the 
sparkling mineral water or ice tea?   
 

The Year 12 Chemistry class chose to accept the 
mission and found that it can be quite tiring to 
perform experiments all day, even when you get to 
use state of the art machines.   
 

 
 

It can also be a little frightening to use chemicals 
that are corrosive, and machines the size of 
microwaves that cost over $50,000.   
 

 
 

 

Broadford students received assistance and praise 
from the experienced demonstrators as they 
grappled with the calculations and used the 
equipment with outstanding precision.  Thanks to 

their work, it was established that the ice tea 
contained 40% alcohol, and the sparkling mineral 
water contained 37.5% alcohol.  The headaches 
and strange behaviour were explained.  NASA is 
now investigating how the contraband arrived at the 
space station.

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CONNECTING WITH YOUR PRETEEN 
 

As your child approaches the teen years and becomes more independent, staying connected may seem a bit 
more of a challenge, but it is as important as ever. While activities at school, new interests and their social life 
become increasingly important, you are still the home base, providing love, guidance and support and that 
connection to you will provide a sense of security and build the resilience your child needs to roll with lifeôs ups 
and downs. 
 
What you can do: 
 

Small simple things can reinforce connection. 
 

¶ Family meals ï A shared family meal provides valuable time together. Turn off the TV and try to tune 
out to outside influences i.e. the phone. If it is impossible to do every night try for a least once a week. 
Encourage everyone to get involved with preparation and clean up. Sharing an activity helps to build 
closeness and connection, and everyone pitching in reinforces a sense of responsibility and teamwork. 

 

¶ Bedtime ï Your child may not need to be tucked in any more, but maintaining a consistent bedtime 
routine helps your child get the sleep needed to grow healthy and strong. Try some winding down time 
before the lights go out for example, reading, talking about the day or about tomorrow, sport, and 
friends. Even if your preteen has outgrown the tuck-in routine there is still a place for a good night kiss 
or hug. If this is shrugged off, try a gently hand on the shoulder, head or back when you wish your child 
goodnight. 

 

¶ Share ordinary time. Find little things that let you just hang out together. Invite your preteen to come 
with you to walk the dog, wash the car, bake biscuits, rent a movie, watch a favourite TV show- all are 
opportunities enjoy each others company and talk about whatôs on their mind. Another good time to 
connect is when you are in the car. Your child may be more inclined to talk to you when they donôt 
need to make eye contact as you are focused on the road. 

 

¶ Create a special time. Celebrate family milestones beyond birthdays and holidays. A good school 
report, winning a sporting game, finishing a difficult task, helping out at home can reinforce family 
bonds. 

 

¶ Show affection. Donôt underestimate the value of saying and showing how much you love your 
children. Doing so ensures that your child feels secure and loved and in turn demonstrates healthy 
ways of showing affection. Keep in mind your preteen may be self-conscious about showing affection 
in public so you may be able to find other ways you care, perhaps with a smile and a wave. Recognize 
out loud your childôs achievements; óYou were amazing at practice today ï I loved watching you out 
thereô. 

 

¶ Stay involved. Stay involved in your preteens expanding pursuits. Go to games and practices when 
you can and if you canôt, ask how things went. Help your child talk through disappointments; your 
attitude about setbacks will teach you child to summon the courage to try again. 

 

¶ Stay interested. Stay interested and curious about your preteenôs ideas, feelings and experiences. If 
you listen to what they are saying you will be able to respond with a better sense of perspective, 
guidance and support when needed in a non judgmental way which means your child will be more 
likely to come to you anytime tough issues arise.
