On Wednesday morning, the Year 9 and 10 
students were visited by Beth and John from 
Brainstorm Productions, who put on an informative 
performance on bullying. 
 

The characters were Jimmy and Sam who relive 
memories of bullying, peer-pressure and issues of 
self-esteem.   
 

They revisited prep, year 6, year 7 and year 10 .  In 
Prep Jimmy and Sam faced issues such as trying 
to make friends.  They become ófriendsô with each 
other.  It was a give and take relationship, where 
Sam would take and Jimmy would give. 
 

In year 6, they dealt with different cliques and 
different friends.  Jimmyôs best friend, Louie, was 
self-centred, not a team player, while Samôs best 
friend Kirsty was popular and self-absorbed.  In 
Year 7 they felt uncomfortable and tried to find 
where they fit in, (this is the start of a self-esteem 
problem).  Sam started comparing herself to other 
people and Jimmy pretended to be someone he is 
not. 
 

Year 10 has a variety of issues that they deal with 
like the peer pressure put on Jimmy to appear 
unintelligent.  Sam had to explain about what he 
did at a party, as he couldnôt remember because he 
was under the influence of alcohol.  Sam was still 
going through the issue of comparing herself to the 
other girls in her year, that she now has an eating 
disorder.  When Jimmy finds the diet pills that she 
has been taking, he tries to help her and explain to 
her that the girls she sees in magazines are fake, 
and that she doesnôt need to compare herself to 
them. 
 

In the end, Jimmy and Sam learn to be themselves 
and when they are involved in a bullying situation, 
no one wins.  They decide to end their part in the 
óhurting gameô.

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AUSTRALIAN BUSINESS WEEK 2009

Business Week, which was run from 13 to 18 April. 
This intensive six day program was held at Deakin 
Management Centre, Deakin University, Waurn 
Ponds.  We were placed into six teams of 10 and I 
was in the Magenta team. 
 

Team building activities on the first day included 
constructing a LEGO car without any instructions, 
making a team mascot and creating a team chant. 
Using the Business Policy Game, a computer 
simulated program, teams took over an established 
multi-million dollar organisation and attempted to 
increase stock price and market share over eight 
quarters.  
 

Over the week each team created a product or 
service and marketed it through a trade display and 
a TV advertisement, took part in outdoor team 
building activities, participated in a mock trial, and 
listened to keynote speakers who each provided a 
different insight into the wide world of business and 
further education. 
 

After the company trade display on Saturday, each 
company made a speech and showed their TV 
advertisement to shareholders.  This was followed 
by the awards ceremony.  The Magenta team won 
the Helen Handbury Medal for Communication, for 
our work in the company reports and oral 
presentation.  Overall, Orange finished third, Green 
finished second and Magenta team was announced 
as the winner.  We were presented with plaques 
after, by popular demand, performing our team 
chant one last time. 
 

As a result of this success, we will represent 
Australia as the Victorian State Team in the Global 
Enterprise Challenge next school holidays, in 

competition with 13 other countries.  Only 24 hours 
are allocated for each team to complete similar 
activities, which took us six days these past 
holidays.  It should be an intense 24 hours but will 
be an amazing experience and it will be good to 
catch up with the team again.  I strongly 
recommend anyone who has an interest in 
business, law, finance and management to apply 
for the program in the future.

ü Involve your child in setting up the limits and make sure everyone sticks to these.
