PRINCIPAL’S REPORT 
 
The weather has changed – but the uniform rules have not! 

 

Please ensure your child is in full uniform every day. The school has an 
extremely user-friendly but smart uniform.  The expectation is that we get 
100% co-operation.   

 

Some points of clarification (as found on page 5 of the Student Planner): 
 

Plain black track pants are part of the full PE uniform only (ie worn on PE 
day with the sport top and runners). 

 

Black leggings are not part of either the PE or girls uniform.  Do not wear 
them. 

 

All hooded jackets are banned.  A plain black coat over the school jumper 
may be worn for additional warmth. 

 

Black scarves (and headbands) only.  From Tuesday, the Uniform Shop* will 
have supplies of plain black scarves at $7.50. 

 

* The Uniform Shop is open every Tuesday 8-9am and 1-4pm.  
 

If a student is not in complete uniform (or complete PE uniform on a PE day) 
they will receive a demerit.  I have instructed Year Level Co-ordinators that 
students who choose not to follow the rules, are to be suspended while they 
think about their commitment to the school.  Their return to school will only 
be after a conversation with their Year Level Co-ordinator regarding this 
commitment.  The same policy applies to facial piercings which are not fully 
covered or replaced with a clear plastic insert.  

 

The school will not penalise any family who are struggling to buy uniform 
items.  Please contact your child’s Year Level Co-ordinator if you need any 
financial support with uniform OR materials and we will assist.

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SENIOR SCHOOL NEWS 
 

For all senior students, Years 10, 11 and 12, mid-
year exams are fast approaching.  Timetables for 
the Year 10 and 11 exams will be mailed out over 
the coming days.  All students undertaking a Year 
12 subject this year received their exam navigator 
today, which details the dates and times for both 
the mid-year and end of year exams.  Any student 
who didn’t receive their copy will need to see Mr 
Burn or myself to sign for their copy.   
 

During the mid-year exam period all students 
undertaking a Year 12 subject will sit the General 
Achievement Test (GAT), a three hour exam.  
While the GAT does not count directly towards your 
VCE, the GAT results play a very important part in 
your final assessment for the VCE.  The GAT is 
used to check that examinations and your School 
Assessed Coursework (SACs) and School 
Assessed Tasks (SATs) have been fairly and 
accurately marked.  
 

If you are ill, have an accident, or experience 
severe personal hardship at the time of an 
examination, you may apply for a Derived 
Examination Score (DES).  Your GAT results 
contribute to the calculation of your DES.  
 

Approaching this exam period all students should 
be not only completing their set homework but also 
undertaking comprehensive revision of all subjects 
to allow them the best chance of achieving good 
results.   
 

The VCAA is conducting exam revision sessions 
for the upcoming Year 12 mid-year exams for the 
Hume Region at Broadford Secondary College on 
the 23 and 24 May in The Forum.  These sessions 
are at no cost to students.  If you are interested in 
attending one of the sessions then please talk to 
Miss Reid.  Session times are:

AUSTRALIAN HISTORY CLASS 
VISITED BY LEADING AUTHOR 

 

 
 
Last week the Year 12 Australian History class was 
fortunate to be spoken to by Professor Richard 
Broome.  Professor Broome, who is at La Trobe 
University, has written a number of books, 
particularly about Aboriginal and Victorian History.  
His marvellous text on life in Victoria from 1835 to 
1860 is a key source for students.  
 

Richard spoke about the revolutionary changes in 
the lives of Aboriginal people created by the arrival 
of white people.  His discussion of these effects 
and how Aboriginal people responded was 
excellent.  Professor Broome examined a number 
of themes and examples that students will be able 
to use in their end of year exam. 
 

Richard held the students’ interest throughout and 
finished by examining how views about incidents in 
history can change over time. It was a generous act 
by Professor Broome to visit us and give us the 
benefit of his expertise. He enjoyed the experience 
and suggested that the comment by one student 
that he was great,” because he didn’t go on and on 
about one thing” could be a worthy epitaph for him.

NAPLAN TESTS FOR YEARS 7 & 9 
 

The National Assessment Program – Literacy and 
Numeracy (NAPLAN) tests for Years 7 and 9 
students will be held on Tuesday 12 May 2009, 
Wednesday 13 May 2009 and Thursday 14 May 
2009.   
 

All students must bring a calculator to complete the 
numeracy test on Thursday.  Please make sure 
your child brings their calculator to school.  
Scientific Calculators are available from the front 
office for $20. 
 

The NAPLAN tests are conducted by the Victorian 
Curriculum and Assessment Authority (VCAA) on 
behalf of the Ministerial Council on Education, 
Employment, Training and Youth Affairs 
(MCEETYA). 
 

The results of the tests provide diagnostic 
information for parents and teachers about a child’s 
performance in Literacy and Numeracy. This 
information can be used to support teaching and 
learning programs and improve student 
achievement. 
 

Later in the year, parents of year 7 and 9 students 
will receive their child’s personal report. The report 
will describe each child’s particular skills in reading, 
writing, language conventions and numeracy. The 
report will also show how each child performed in 

relation to national minimum standards. These 
describe minimum acceptable standards for 
students across Australia.

VTAC COURSE SEARCH RESEARCH 
 

All Year 12 VCE students should be investigating 
their course options via VTAC. Although 
applications don’t open until August, the sooner 
students commence this program the better.  A few 
hours now will save considerable time later in the 
year.  This is especially the case for those students 
wishing to pursue careers in the Arts/Multimedia 
etc, where the submission of portfolios and other 
information is essential for acceptance into the 
course.  Application costs increase quite 
dramatically should students miss their cut off 
dates. 
 

Also, students interested in TAFE courses must 
check whether their preferred course requires a 
VTAC application. 
 

I am available for interviews with the students in 
selected periods on Wednesday, Thursday and 
Friday. Students should make time to see me as 
soon as they can. If they cannot attend in any of my 
allotted times I will make other arrangements to see 
them.

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JAPANESE SISTER SCHOOL VISIT – HOST FAMILIES REQUIRED
